Wisconsin Division President, Pat Falkenhagen, CPS led the business meetings with the theme of “Power of Commitment.” There were 61 IAAP members attending. Our chapter had 7 members in attendance. 

Nominations from the floor filled the slate of candidates for the coming year.  Officers ran unopposed so they were elected by voice vote.

The following is the result of the Bylaw Amendments:

Amendment #1 – Passed.  This amendment allows Division Officers to complete terms in chapter and International committees during normal overlaps in difference of installation times.

Amendment #2 – Passed.  This amendment passed after it was discussed and reworded.  It allows the delegate of the Division to serve as the official delegate of the Division at the Educational Forum and Annual Meeting (EFAM) and any other functions where Division representation is required.

Amendment #3 – Passed.  This amendment puts the wording in alignment with actual practice clarifying the role of Parliamentary Advisor.

Amendment #4 – Passed.  This amendment assigns the responsibility for Division of Excellence to the President Elect.

Amendment #5 – Passed.  Removed present wording assigning the Secretary the duty of providing notice of the Annual and special meetings to put it in alignment with actual practice.

Amendment #6 – Passed.  This gives the incoming Board necessary time to prepare the budget for their term.

Amendment #7 – Rescinded.  The change of dates for submission of candidates for office was not changed.  It remains at January 31 to allow time for checking credentials. 

Standing Rules Amendment #1 – Passed.  This amendment eliminates providing a copy of a roster of Division and Chapter officers.  The information is placed on the Division Website by July 1 and maintained as needed.

Standing Rules Amendment #2 – Passed.  This amendment was approved after I moved that it be reworded.  Each board will determine Chapter Recognition Awards in alignment with International criteria.

Standing Rules Amendment #3 – Passed.  Eliminates the need to send each Chapter President a copy of the newsletter.  Information is found on the Community Website.  Chapter presidents and DMALs are notified automatically if they are subscribed to the Wisconsin Division through the Community Website.

Janine Riernersma, CPS/CAP, International Secretary, gave us an update from IAAP.  There will be more education at EFAM as result of the surveys.  The process to apply and obtain program recertification points will be simplified.  The new program will make the requirements clear in advance, no guesswork.  Despite the dues increase, a budget deficit of over $150,000 is expected by the end of the year.  The International Board looks at all programs and will only spend time and money on things that match the mission.  

The Wisconsin Division Fall Education Conference will be held in Greenlake, Wisconsin in October.  If you have not attended a Wisconsin Division event, you owe it to yourself to make plans today.  You will walk away with renewed energy for yourself, your chapter and your profession.
