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GOLF COURSE ETIQUETTE – TAKING LESSONS FROM A PROFESSIONAL 

Ask a Lawyer…about the Rules of Golf 

Have you ever taken lessons from a pro?  By that, I mean have you ever taken golf lessons from a teaching professional?  Was it 

expensive?  Have you taken a clinic from a teaching pro through our Central Oregon Chapter?  Was it affordable?  Or have you 

never taken lessons, and you are curious whether it would be a good investment of your time and money? 

First, let me say that lessons and clinics are an excellent use of your time and money.  We are fortunate here in Central Oregon to 

have the assistance of truly talented teaching professionals, some of who have specially cut their rates and tailored their teaching 

plan to address the needs of our Chapter members.  Many of our members initially joined our Chapter to help improve their golf 

game, and with the hope of finding a variety of affordable and interesting golf clinics. 

In order to keep these great classes available to us, we must ensure that it’s also affordable for the teaching pros to provide us with 

these lessons and clinics.   A good example of why we need to be conscious of this happened this year with our golf clinics at a 

prestigious local golf course that is not normally open to us.  One of their teaching pros, who is very skilled and gives amazing 

lessons and clinics, offered to do a series of summer classes for us.  Due to some issues with the golf course, the pro needed to run 

registration herself.  I registered for the classes, so I know she did a really good job keeping track of who signed up, who cancelled 

at the last minute, and who didn’t cancel and still completely failed to show up for the clinics and made no effort to pay for the 

missed class.  

Our last class was incredible:  9 holes on a course the most of us will never have another opportunity to play, with the pro standing 

with each of us for every shot, giving us instruction and encouragement the entire 9 holes.  The cost for this awesome two hours 

plus cart?   $60.00.    That was a huge bargain for us.  But not for the teaching pro, who had limited the class to 8 players to give us 

specialized attention, and then had to take a financial hit of $240 for the four of our members who failed to cancel (even after 

receiving an email four days before the class reminding to please let her know if they were not going to attend so she could fill the 

class with people from her wait list).  A 50 percent attendance rate from people who have signed up for a class is abysmal.  The 

people on the waiting list missed out on a great opportunity.   It’s also frustrating that our teaching pro is the one who truly suffers.  

After preparing for the class, making arrangements with the course for us to play 9 holes and for carts, it must be very disappointing 

to only receive half the income she was projecting to earn from the class. I would be pretty unhappy if my income was cut by half 

without notice to me, wouldn’t you? 

The bottom line is that situations like this have caused us to lose clinics and pros in the past. Please cancel your golf event if you 

find out you can’t attend.  And if you fail to cancel, please send the pro or the course the money you owe them.  A little goodwill 

goes a long way.
