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THE HOFFMAN CLOCK MUSEUM GETS A FACE LTIFT

If you have never been to the Hoffman Clock Museum you are missing
something special for all horologists! It is a gem of a museum located in
the Newark, NY Public Library just a short drive east of Rochester. The .
Hoffman houses one of the largest collections of New York State clocks. =
Tt has a wonderfully diverse array of other antique clocks ranging from -
early wooden works to American time & strike. There is also an
impressive watch display as well as an early horological tool display.

In the last three years there have been a number of donations made o
the Hoffman Clock Museum. In order to make room for all the interest-
: ng new items, the decision was made to
xpand the museum. That work began at
he end of January. Display cases have been moved to make
| more floor space. Walls have been taken down and everything
has received a fresh paint coat. Clocks have been rearranged
_ to tell a chronological story. New lighting is being installed as
£ well as a self guided tour system.

This is a work in progress.
The museum is currently closed as the ‘face lift' continues.
All the clocks are being lovingly cleaned and polished before
being placed back in the cases. A watchmaker's display is
being constructed. An industrial corner will house a time
clock, a master clock, and Ywo impressive hand constructed
clocks. We anticipate that the museum will re-open some-
time in late March.
