 Members attending the November meeting were treated to a fine presentation by Jorgen 

Lyth on the clocks from the Island of Bornholm, Denmark.  Jorgen explained via a Powerpoint 

presentation that Bornholm clocks began being life around 1745 until  about1900.   

 The Island of Bornholm is located in the Baltic Sea approximately 23 miles off the Swe-

dish coast, and 95 miles from Stockholm, and is serviced by ferry or air.  The island has an area 

of 227 sq. miles with a population of 45,000. 

 In the 1740ôs, a British ship with six longcase clocks on board was stranded there..  The 

clocks were in need of repair and were sent to Poul Ottesen Arobe in Ronne.  As a result, he 

learned much about these clocks and began to make his own. 

 Jorgen explained that the clock case design changed over the years, and the colour and 

design of the clock case often described the clock as being male or female.
