The first was a slide presentation and talk by Ray Saunders on a regulator clock he had 

recently restored with some help from Dennis Radage (silver dial) and Malcolm Wil-

son (case repair).  The clock was made by an English maker who operated from Lon-

don and Demerary ( research showed that Demerary was one of three small Dutch 

colonies located in the coastal north of South America, ceded to England in 1814 , and 

which later became part of British Guyana). What a wonderful restoration. You should 

all be proud of your talents. 

 The second presentation was an excellent demonstration by Jim Marinello on 

making some new windmill fan blades for a French automaton.  When Jim bought the 

clock, the blades on the windmill, which spun on the hour, were missing.  Ernie Lopez 

had a similar clock, and loaned the blades to Jim.  Jim then made a mold from the 

blade, and was able to manufacture his own blades using shim copper.  The mold and 

blades turned out great as Jim demonstrated when he in fact made a blade to show us.
