ARM-54 provides an overview of the risk management process focusing on establishing a risk management program, identifying and analyzing loss exposures, examining alternative risk management techniques, analyzing exposures on property loss, net income, liability and personnel loss as well as information on forecasting, risk management applications of forecasts, cash flow analysis as a decision criteria, risk management decision-making through cash flow analysis and risk management information systems. 
This course will prepare participants to take The Institutes’ ARM-54 examination. After passing the examinations for ARM‑54, ARM‑55, ARM‑56, and The Ethical Guidelines, candidates will be awarded the Associate in Risk Management designation by The Institutes.
