“The Grandeur of The Petroleum Industry” 
by Dr. Iraj Ershaghi, USC

Abstract

In this presentation Dr. Ershaghi will discuss and remind all the significance of the petroleum industry 
both domest ica l l y and inter nat iona l l y and  the contr ibut ion i t ha s made  to 
the Industrial Transformation and standards of living. He will also discuss his perspectives and 
observations on the current state of the affairs and will suggest opportunities to invest careers and 
financial resources in this industry.

Biography

Dr. Iraj Ershaghi is the Omar B. Milligan Professor and Director of the Petroleum Engineering 
Program at the University of Southern California. He is also serving as the USC Executive Director of 
the Center for Smart Oilfield Technologies at USC and as the Executive Director of UKC (USC-
KOC Center). His areas of research and publications are reservoir characterization, naturally fractured 
reservoirs, unconventional resources, smart oilfield technologies, well testing and improved recovery 
processes. He is a graduate of University of Tehran with a BS in Petroleum Engineering and 
obtained his MS and PhD from University of Southern California.  He has been the recipient of 
SPE’s Distinguished Faculty Award, Distinguished Member Award, Western North America 
Distinguished Service Award, and Technology Transfer Award 
for Development of the Smart Oilfield Technology Curriculum 
and the Western Regional North America Reser voir 
Description and Dynamics Award.

As a fellow of Institute for Advancement of Engineering, he 
received the Outstanding Educator Award of American 
Association for Advancement of Engineering and the 
Outstanding Educator Award of Orange County Council of 
Engineers and Scientists.  He served as SPE’s Distinguished 
Lecturer during 2006-2007.  In 2010 he was the recipient of the 
SPE’s John Franklin Carll award.  He was designated as an 
honorary member by the AIME (American Institute of Mining, 
Metallurgical and Petroleum Engineers) in 2012.  He also 
received the USC Viterbi School Senior Research award in 
2014. He was inducted into the National Academy of 
Engineering in 2014.  Dr Ershaghi has been teaching at USC 
since 1972 and his former students now hold responsible 
positions in global oil and gas business, research centers, and 
academia.
