“Oilfield Cook-off”

Venue: Yosemite Villa, Houshayu Village, Shunyi 
Adjacent to the West Gate of the International School of Beijing (ISB).
Date: Saturday, 19th October, 2013
I. ELIGIBILITY

A. Each official cooking team will be limited to a maximum of three (3) persons, aged 19 years or older.
B. Each member of each team will be required to wear identical caps, shirts or coveralls to identify that each is a member of the team. Each cooking team captain will receive three (3) entry tickets by hand delivery for his team members. Any extra persons (over 3) associated with each team must pay the price of admission upon entry. There is no-restriction on the number of additional members that a team has to cook and serve, and the teams are encouraged to decorate their cooking booth to a theme of their choosing towards winning the “Showmanship Award”. A single booth will be 3 meters by 3 meters, for a total of 9 square meters. Please do not exceed the size limitation. If the committee feels that this size limitation is exceeded, the team will be asked to reduce the size of their booth. 
II. ENTRY REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTESTANTS
A. A completed entry form and the 1,500RMB entry fee must be submitted in cash to 6:00 P.M., Friday, 18th October 2013. Late entries will be charged 2,000 RMB per team.
B. Each team will cook a pot of chili or gumbo made with a minimum of 5 kg of meat.  It is estimated that 400 adults and 50 children will attend this event, so please ensure you have enough chili or gumbo so everyone can have a sample.
C. Each team will donate its food to the SPE for consumption that day at the cooking location. Each team is expected to dispense their food to the public after the judging samples have been collected. Judging will take place about 12:00 noon. Containers shall be provided by SPE for this purpose.
III. COOKING
A. Flexibility will be allowed with respect to off-site cooking and the use of fillers such as beans, rice etc. 
It is preferred that the major portion of the cooking takes place on-site the day of the cook-off (so that people can see the teams in action) although some pre-cooking prior to arriving at the site is acceptable. Beans, rice, macaroni, hominy, fillers, along with thickeners such as corn meal, flour, etcetera, are all permissible.
B. All cooking is to be done in a sanitary manner. These conditions are subject to inspection by the judging committee and/or members of the Board. 
C. Each team will be provided the following items upon request:
3 m X 3 m Tent, Table, Electricity, Burner with Gas, Cooking Pot with Lid, Metal Serving Spoon, 5-gal Jug of Water
D. Each head cook will be responsible for cooking one (1) pot of chili or gumbo and turning in one (1) judging cup from that pot. No more than one (1) judging sample will be taken from any one (1) pot.
E. All cooking must be performed in a manner where safety precautions are taken in order to avoid the possibility of accidental burnings to the contestants or general public. Fire Extinguishers will be provided by Yosemite Villa.
F. All grease from cooking must be disposed of properly. There will be drums stationed around the cooking area for this purpose. Please do not put grease in trash cans, port-a-lets or drainage grates. Also, do not use the grease drums for trash disposal.
IV. JUDGING OF CHILI AND GUMBO
A. The chili judging will be by the SPE Secret judging system.
B. Each head cook shall receive a container with a packing label attached. He or she is responsible for:
1. Filling out the identification slip contained in the packing label. The identification slip should contain the name of the cooking team, the booth number, and the name of the head cook.
2. Folding the slip so that it cannot be read from the outside.
3. Placing the completed slip in the packing label and sealing the label to the container.
4. Making certain that there are no marks on the outside of the container that would make it identifiable from the outside. Replacements can be obtained at the judging area.
5. Filling the container to the top from the respective team's pot.
6. Delivering said container to the designated collection area at 12.00 noon or when called for.
7. Judging containers issued to teams will be uniquely identified by the Committee.
IMPORTANT: FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE ABOVE SHALL DISQUALIFY THE ENTRY FROM JUDGING!
V. AWARDS
Taste awards will be presented for both a Chili and a Gumbo category as determined by a panel of judges.  A People’s Choice Award will be presented based upon votes collected by the attendees. 
A. BEST TASTE AWARDS (- Awards will be presented to each member of the first, second and third place teams for both Chili and Gumbo. This will be in the form of both a prize and trophy. 
B. PEOPLES CHOICE AWARD – Each person attending with an admission ticket (13 years and older) will be provided with a voting slip to enable voting for the most popular chili or Gumbo and showmanship of the booth. There will be 1st, 2nd and 3rd for this award. 
VI. MISCELLANEOUS
A. This is a non-profit social event. After expenses, the remaining money will be used to support SPE education programs and donated to local charities.
B. After judging samples are collected, chili will be made available to the general public. Disposable eating utensils, cups, napkins, crackers, etc. will be provided. Other food, refreshments and entertainment will be available as part of the admission price.
C. Admission Tickets will be 300 RMB per person for adults, and 50 RMB per child under 12. Children 4 and under accompanied by a parent will be admitted free. 

D. Teams must leave their booth numbers attached to their respective booths until the numbers are collected by an SPE committee member. These numbers are being used to identify contestants in videos, photographs, etc. as well as identification for showmanship awards and door prizes. 
E. Contestants will be allowed to bring their vehicles into Yosemite Villas for unloading and set-up on the Friday before the event between the hours of 3:00 P.M. and 8:00 P.M and on Saturday morning from 8.00 A.M. Each team is responsible for moving their own equipment. NO TEAM WILL BE ALLOWED TO SET UP BEFORE 1400 HRS ON FRIDAY. VIOLATIORS WILL BE DISQUALIFIED FROM THE COMPETITION. 
F. No cooking teams will be able to setup after 11.00 am event day. Gates will be open to the General Public (advertised through SPE channels) at 11.30 am.
G. All teams will receive notice of their booth location on the day of the event. Booth locations will be determined by a first come first serve basis. Teams are limited to their booth locations as instructed by the organizing committee. Any teams not adhering to this rule are subject to disqualification.
