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2012 Spencer Scholarship Application Form
With the continued evolution of the RISK MANAGEMENT function in organizations, the Spencer Educational Foundation, Inc. is proud to continue its program of offering scholarships to outstanding applicants who are focused on a career in risk management, insurance and related disciplines. Please note that we are no longer awarding half-year scholarships. Scholarships will be in the amount of $5,000 each for junior and senior level undergraduate students and $10,000 each for Graduate and pre-dissertation Ph.D. students. Doctoral students should have had meaningful work experience outside academia. The award is given based on the assumption that the recipient will be enrolled full-time at an institution of higher education during the 2012-2013 academic year. Each recipient will be designated as a “Spencer Scholar.”

The Education Committee of the Foundation will consider applicants who meet the following criteria for the 2012-2013 academic year: (1) enrollment status: full-time student (12 hours or more per term) - undergraduate junior/senior, master’s degree candidate or teaching oriented pre-dissertation Ph.D. candidate; (2) field of study - normally a risk management discipline within a business curriculum. Students applying for the John T. Lockton Memorial scholarships may major/minor in Business Administration; (3) career objective in risk management; (4) 3.0 grade point average or higher; (5) relevant work experience and  (6) leadership skills. The Spencer Educational Foundation, Inc. awards scholarships on the basis of merit and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, sex, religion, national origin, age, handicap or veteran status. Spencer Educational Foundation, Inc. directors, officers and members of their families are ineligible for scholarships awarded by the Foundation.

The award check, made out jointly to the student and to the university, will be sent in May to the university the Spencer Scholar indicates he/she will be attending full-time during the 2012-2013 academic year to be maintained on account. The funds shall be applied: first, to tuition, books and risk management/insurance curriculum-related expenses; second, to room and board expenses; and third, in the event that any excess funds remain, the remainder may be divided into equal segments and be awarded as a monthly stipend.

The entire form must be completed for an application to be considered. All materials, except for an original transcript, can be electronically sent to asabatino@spencered.org or may be mailed to the: Education Committee, Spencer Educational Foundation, Inc., 1065 Avenue of the Americas, 13th Floor, New York, NY 10018. A completed application package consists of: the application form, an essay, resume, transcript(s) of college and graduate school record.  The deadline for receipt of a complete application package is Monday, January 31, 2012.  Applications received after this date will not be considered. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. If you are mailing this application, please do not staple any part of the application.
If you are awarded a scholarship, a copy of your resume will be included in a “Spencer Scholars Resume Book” which will be sent to the Foundation’s major contributors. You may also be asked to speak on behalf of the Foundation to chapters of the Risk and Insurance Management Society (RIMS) or at Spencer events.
If a Spencer Scholar does not pursue a full-time education during the 2012-13 academic year, he/she will forfeit the award. Any unused portion of the award must be returned to the Foundation. There will be no exceptions. However, he/she is free to re-apply for a scholarship award in the future when full-time education is pursued.
