Educational Excursions

Thank you for purchasing a ticket for an Educational Excursion!  Please remember: you MUST bring your ticket (located in your packet) to your excursion, or you will not be able to take part.
Some excursions will meet at the Courtland Entrance, and some will meet in the Atrium Foyer. PLEASE TAKE NOTE OF YOUR MEETING PLACE BELOW. 

To get to the Courtland Entrance: From the Atrium level, take the escalator or elevator down to the Marquis level. Then, take the escalator or elevator down to the International Level—the Courtland Entrance will be on your right.

For all excursions, please meet your chaperone at the appropriate location approximately 15 minutes prior to the pickup time. The buses will leave promptly at the departure time, as will walking tours. A chaperone will check you in as you get on the bus, and ensure that everyone gets back on the bus on time. Please make sure that you meet up with your chaperone at the announced time, in order to allow your fellow attendees to return to the hotel on time. 
Sunday, June 24th: 
Be a VIP at the World of Coca-Cola!
This is a walking tour, and the group will leave the hotel at 9:30am and return by 1:00pm. You will meet up with your tour chaperone, Megan Palmer, in the Atrium Foyer near registration at 9:15am, and head out to the World of Coca-Cola on foot! The group should stay together the entire time, until the guided tour has ended. If you intend to head off on your own after the tour to explore the city or go to lunch, please be sure to inform Megan.  This tour involves a lot of walking—please wear comfortable shoes! 
Architecture and Design at the Atlanta History Center
This tour will leave the hotel promptly at 11:30am—please meet your tour chaperone, Andrew Carter, at the Courtland Entrance at approximately 11:15am. There will be several sections of the tour, including time to wander on your own—please make sure to keep track of the time, as the bus must come back to pick up another tour. Time to visit the gift shop will be on the front end of this tour—please keep an eye on your watch! This tour involves some walking—please wear comfortable shoes.

Chutney Canning at Sweet Auburn Curb Market
This is a walking tour, and the group will leave the hotel at 12:30pm and return by 4:15pm. You will meet up with your tour chaperone, Kena Torbert, in the Atrium Foyer near registration at 12:15pm, and head out to the Sweet Auburn Curb Market on foot! Make sure to bring the wristband that is in your packet—that is your ticket for the streetcar that will take you on the second leg of your journey! (it is a round-trip ticket—don’t take it off while at the Market!) When you arrive, you may have some time to walk around the market if you are early—if not, you’ll be able to do so after the class, which starts at 1:30pm—please head to the kitchen a bit early so that you can start promptly at 1:30!

This tour will leave the hotel promptly at 12:30pm—please meet Lillian at the Courtland Entrance (directions above and available at registration) at 12:15pm. You will leave SCAD FASH at 2:30pm—please be ready to get back on the bus! 

Wednesday, June 27th
Wholesale Sales: Tour AmericasMart
This is a walking tour, and the group will leave the hotel at 1:45pm and return by 4:15pm. You will meet up with your tour chaperone, Vida Szabat, at 1:30pm in the Atrium Foyer near registration, and head out to AmericasMart on foot—potentially via skyways! You’ll enjoy a guided tour—possibly split into two groups—and then will have time to shop the sample sales. You must bring cash for the sales—many stores do not take credit cards. If you intend to head off on your own after the tour to explore the city, please be sure to inform Vida. AmericasMart will need to know your name in advance in order to print a badge, as it is not open to the public—you cannot sell your ticket for this event unless you inform AAFCS 3 days in advance.  This tour involves a lot of walking—please wear comfortable shoes! 
Sales on a Small Scale: Sweet Auburn Curb Market
This is a walking tour, and the group will leave the hotel at 1:45pm and return by 6:00pm. You will meet up with your tour chaperone, Leslie Brook, in the Atrium Foyer near registration, and head out to the Sweet Auburn Curb Market on foot! Make sure to bring the wristband that is in your packet—that is your ticket for the streetcar that will take you on the second leg of your journey! (it is a round-trip ticket—don’t take it off while at the Market!) When you arrive, you will meet up with your tour guide, and enjoy a tour of this historic market. You will have time to shop, and some vendors may be open for dinner. Time is built into the schedule to shop and eat—you may, as a group, decide to leave early, or you may split up to head out to dinner. If you leave the group, please tell Leslie in advance!  The scheduled time of departure is 5:15pm. 

This tour involves a lot of walking—please wear comfortable shoes. 

The CDC: Combating Disease and Helping You!
Bus picks up at 2:15pm and drops off at the hotel at approximately 6:00pm. Tour Chaperone: Rhea Bentley. You’ll meet up with Rhea at the Courtland Entrance of the hotel (directions on p.1 and available at registration) at 2pm, and the bus will leave promptly at 2:15pm. The CDC Museum is a federal facility, and you must bring ID to enter—please make sure to have that with you! You will go through a metal detector—please don’t bring anything with you that you could not bring on an airplane! After a guided tour, you’ll have some time on your own to explore—make sure to be ready to head back to the hotel by 5pm! 
REMEMBER: Please arrive at the Courtland entrance OR the Atrium Foyer, depending on your excursion, FIFTEEN minutes before your tour is scheduled to depart.
