Standards Task Team (STT) Meeting Minutes

Meeting Date: February 25, 2004

Call to Order: The ACCA-EI, STT was called to order by Mr. Forner, 

STT Chair at 4:00 PM.

Introductions and Opening Remarks: Chair opened the meeting with welcoming remarks, and thanked the STT and STG members for their participation and accomplishments in our standards development. Announced that in just three years we have Manual D and Manual J (effective 2-20-04) as ANSI Standards.

Review STT (and STG) Scope, Organization and Procedures: Chair briefed the group on the structure and purpose of standards development and that at this time there are two appointed and active STG’s, the STGJ and STGS. 
Approval of Revised Agenda: Pat Murphy moved and John Sedine seconded that the revised agenda be accepted. Motion approved.

Approval of 3/15/03 STT Meeting Minutes: The 3/15/03 minutes were distributed; John 
Sedine moved and Pat Murphy seconded that the minutes be approved. Motion approved.
STG Activities: 
· STGS Status Report: Pat Murphy, Chair, reported that there is an amended motion and a second, to move forward with the present printing of Manual S, and include an addendum relative to the necessary changes. Discussion ensued re misunderstandings as to what the team was voting for. The secretariat will draft a “Draft Addendum” and distribute to the STGS, in hopes of moving the discussion stage along. The ballot period remains open, and the ST Chair reminded the group that those who have voted have the option to change their vote prior to the closing of the ballot period.
· STGJ Status Report: Stan Johnson, Chair, reported that Manual J 8 was approved as an ANSI standard on 2-20-04, and thanked the team for their work and deliberations. Stan announced that four Technical Bulletins (TB) are forthcoming that will be addendums to MJ 8. The four TB’s relate to; Do’s and Don’ts, Duct tables, AED and excess Glass in Sect. 18. Discussion relative to these being of “Substantive Change” and requiring ANSI public review followed with agreement that the STGJ would be asked to determine if the changes were “Substantive.”
· STGD Status Report: Distributed TB-2003-002 (Equivalent Length Value for Flexible Duct Junction Boxes) to correct an error recently found Manual D. John Sedine moved and John Parker seconded a motion that the Manual D, page A3-25 equivalent length value error (TB-2003-002) is not a substantive change. The existing equivalent length values may slightly oversize ductwork, but appropriately installed dampers can suffice re system balance. Motion Approved
Old Business: None.

New Business and Initiatives:
·  Discussed that Manual T, Air Distribution Basics for residential and small Commercial Buildings, might be the next manual for the standards process.
· Stan Johnson moved and John Parker seconded that staff establish timely and updated ACCA-EI website information on standards. Motion Approved.
