We have chosen this location and date to make it easier for colleagues attending ICIS 2022 to attend the 2022GSW. · Sustainability and the impact on sourcing 
· Emerging topics and concepts in sourcing not covered above

We are interested in papers that are both conceptual and empirically-based.
