The SCOTYA Committee was impressed by the ALA
Student Chapter at San Jose State University’s high
member engagement despite the ongoing challenges
of the Covid-19 pandemic and the challenges they
face as an online-only program. The SCOTYA

honors. The chapter is very active with programs and
activities to appeal to different members.
