Zonia's Rain Forest by Juana Martinez-Neal

A native child living in the rainforest of Peru describes her days
filled with joy as being called to nature. Zonia visits her friends
introducing the reader to life in the rainforest and its inhabitants.
Zonia hears the rainforests’ call for help and vows to answer it
as we all should. Age rangs: 4-8. Grade level: Preschool-3.
