· We are doing a good job spending down cash reserves, but this needs to be slowed.  Karen noted that the newsletter will be electronic in December, which will be a considerable cash savings. It was also noted, however, that there is a loss of revenue due to changes in the proceedings (CD format).

· It was decided to keep dues level until new services are up and running, however, at that point, the dues will need to be reassessed.

· We need to address why new membership to the section is not keeping up with average increase to ASA membership.
