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Since 2006 the overall balance has been relatively stable, with expenses approximately equaling revenues.  (History:  In 1999, ASA advised sections to reduce cash on-hand to no more than twice the annual operating expenses (for CNSL, usually $5,000-10,000).  Between 1999 and 2006, increasing services, including expanding travel awards, have reduced cash on-hand.  A member survey conducted in 2001 caused a one-year increase in expenses. Expenses exceeded revenues every year between 1999 and 2006.  Since 2006, our cash-on-hand is roughly equal to expenses.
