· Other Business
· In February, we had a discussion about including a student member as a non-voting committee member. 
· Two follow-up points from Ed: 
· The charter says, "Appointed officers will be appointed by the Section Executive Committee. Appointed positions may be added, removed, renamed, or revised in scope as needed by the Section Executive Committee." This would seem to give us adequate power if we wanted a new position.  // It does distinguish appointed voting and non-voting officers first, but then the quote appears which doesn't distinguish them. So I think we can create either a non-voting (but official) student position or a voting position, if we wanted to.  What we cannot do without a charter update is change the elected officers.
· I was trying to find the charter in the "Official documents" section of the Google Drive TSHS Exec site (edited – originally wrote “web site” but this is what I meant. It actually already is on the web page under “about us”), but failed and had to find a copy on my hard drive.  I think it would be good if a current version (2021?) was uploaded. People will look first to the Google site for official documents.
· Draft Language
· We invite student members to apply to serve as a Student Representative on the ASA Section on Teaching of Statistics in the Health Sciences (TSHS) Executive Committee. This role provides a unique opportunity to represent student perspectives, contribute to initiatives that support statistics education in health-related fields, and engage with a national network of educators and professionals. The Student Representative will collaborate with committee members on section activities, programming, and communication efforts while gaining valuable leadership and professional development experience. We encourage applications from graduate students who are members of TSHS or would become members upon appointment with an interest in teaching, mentorship, and advancing statistics education in the health sciences. The term of this appointment would be one year (potentially renewable) starting on January 1 and ending on December 31 of the year of appointment. 
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
