	DHHS Update: 

SLCo HD Update: 
· Covid-19 is on the rise again, State Covid Dashboard has restarted
· Elevated Group A Strep and Strep pneumoniae in the unhoused population. 
· Multi-pathogen outbreak:
123 cases of STEC, campylobacter, Giardia and HUS in 89 people.
99% of cases are in children under 6.
10% of cases have been hospitalized, 1 death
37% report drinking raw milk
42% attend daycare-mostly home daycares
Raw milk was tested: too numerous to count coliform counts and presumptive positive for STEC.
The manure at the dairy farm was positive for Campylobacter, STEC, ETEC, Giardia and norovirus.

Why are Pharmacies Inspected?

Impacts from errors can be catastrophic for patients





When inspecting pharmacies they are looking for:



Incorrect Ingredients

Incorrect Concentration

Equipment Used Incorrectly

Physicochemical Issues

Microbiological Contamination

Analytical Testing Issues





Microbiological Testing Issues

Miscellaneous Issues





According to the 2024  Pharmacy,Purchasing and Products Survey

Patients incidents involving compounding errors were 29% that’s almost 3 of 10 patients that are affected





Now Lets Talk bout’Bugs!



Greatest risk is from growth of microbes in a CSP



Even normally “innocuous” microbes could cause harm to patients

-Bacteria, Fungi



Reduce risk by: 

-Contamination Control

-Beyond-use Dates (BUDs)





How many microbes are in the cleanrooms?



-Air sampling has to be done 2x year for viable and non-viable (Done by an impaction Sampler for the air)

Surface sampling is now done monthly (this can be done by contact plates)









Hazardous Drugs Health Risk from Exposure to HDs



Genotoxic effects ‒ The studies have found that the Nucleic Acids in our bodies are affected by HDS if appropriate precautions are not taken

This leads to Cancer



Cancer occurrence

-Non-melanoma skin cancer (1.5 fold increase in pharmacy techs)

-Increase in acute Leukemia (Nurses) who administer Chemotherapy drugs

-All cancer types(3.3 fold increase in nurses)



Adverse reproductive outcomes

-Infertility (1.4 fold increase)

-Miscarriage (2 to 3.5 fold increase)

-Learning disabilities in offspring (2.6 fold increase)





How Does the Cat (HD) Get Out of the Bag?









In the Pharmacy:

Concentrated or RTU drugs arrive in bulk packaging

Compounders dilute concentrates, reconstitute powders, dispense into small containers/unit doses

Then sent to locations for administration:

Hospital, Clinic or Home

USP <800>: (Should) Sample for HD Residues
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USP <800>: “All areas where HDs are handled
and all reusable equipment and devices must
be deactivated, decontaminated, and cleaned.”

What to Clean? Everything!
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Cleaning and Disinfection @

Cleaning Tools (Wipes and Mops)
« Inside PEC: All cleaning supplies must be sterile and low-linting
and should be disposable
* Rest of cleanroom: Must be low lint; should be sterile & disposable
« Any reusable tools must be dedicated for use in the pharmacy
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Cleaning and Disinfection

Disinfectants and Decontamination Agents

« Must use a disinfectant daily on
all work surfaces, floor

* Must use a sporicidal
disinfectant at least monthly on
all surfaces, including ceiling,
walls, and floor

« All agents used in ISO 5/PEC

must be sterile Fungi (Yeast & Mold)

What is a Sterile Disinfectant?

+ Not the same as a “sterilant” in the SPD
+ Reduces risk that cleaning agents spread contamination

* How Sterilized?
- Terminally sterilized by gamma irradiation
- Aseptic manufacturing into sterilized containers
« Concentrates must be diluted with sterile water into sterilized
containers
+ Many common healthcare disinfectants cannot be made sterile
- Limits options for daily disinfectants, sporicides
- Increases costs, supply-chain complexity
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Cleaning and Disinfection @

Material and Personnel Compatibility

* Repeated application of disinfectants can
cause damage to surfaces

« Increased concerns about occupational
exposure to cleaning agents

« Sporicidal disinfectants can be particularly
“challenging” for both surfaces and
personnel

* Rinsing surfaces with water or 70%IPA is
one option, but...another round of cleaning.
