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State Legislative Updates

ND

 HB 1126-  Salon inspections in LTC and assisted living facilities, specifically related to the practice and licensure of cosmetologists, estheticians, advanced estheticians, manicurists

 SB 2388-  relating to the over-the-counter availability of ivermectin

 HB 1454- opt-out procedures for required vaccines

SD

 HB 1078-  Establish provisions related to the disclosure of COVID-19 vaccination status and blood donations

HB 1139 Allow individualized investigative treatments for patients with life-threatening or debilitating diseases or conditions





State Legislative Updates

MN

 HF 860 and SF1590- Income tax subtraction of back pay allowed for military members discharged due to the military’s COVID-19 vaccination mandate

 HF 2408- Right of patients and residents to have a support person present when receiving health care services established and civil penalty established

HF 1502- Program established to provide grants to prevent the spread of avian influenza and money appropriated. 

HF 91- Parent or legal guardian required to be present for vaccine administration to a minor







National Legislative Update

HR 1381- To prohibit Federal funds from being made available to entities that refuse to proved treatment based on COVID-19 vaccination status

HR 1497- To replace the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases with 3 separate national research institutes

S908- To require the Secretary of Agriculture, in consultation with the United States Trade Representative, to develop and finalize a vaccination strategy for poultry

HR 766- Provides statutory authority for the CDC to request data from the National Wastewater Surveillance System program to detect pathogens in wastewater







Other Legislative updates

APIC call to immediately strengthen vaccine requirements to prevent further Measles outbreaks   

APIC raises alarm over HHS move to restrict public comments on regulations  

IP Experts raise Serious concern about VA cuts

APIC stance on reinstating CDC’s Healthcare Infection Control Practices Advisory Committee (HICPAC) 
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
