SD: Change in Governor from Kristi Noem to Larry Rhoden. Legislative session started January 14,2025 with many of
the bills not being introduced/voted on until beginning of February.

" ND:New Governor Kelly Armstrong as of December 15,2024. Legislative session started January 7,2025.

= Several bills being introduced/being voted on regarding health insurance and prescription drugs including anti-obesity drugs and

insulin.

= MN: Legislative session started January 14, 2025.

= Governor recommending additional funding for Avian Influenza treatment in animals starting in FY2026

= Several bills passed from last legislative session have gone live

= Health insurance required to provide coverage for postpartum maternal care for minimum 48 hours with a vaginal delivery and minimum 96 hours

with a cesarean section.

= |F the duration of inpatient care is less thatn the minimums, the health plan must also provide coveras for postdelivery outpatient visit for mother
and newborn

=  Consists of a minimum of one hoem visit by an RN; services provided include parent education, assistance and training in breast and bottle feeding and conducting any
necessary and appropriate clinical tests.

HR.2940: Public Health Services Act to establish a program to develop antimicrobial innovations targeting the
most challenging pathogens and most threatening infections. Last action 12/17/24 sent to the Subcommittee on

Health

HR. 9098:To provide for surveillance of Clostridioides difficile; proposed as inclusion as a nationally notifiable
disease or conditions. Last action 7/23/24, sent to the house committee on energy and commerce

R.288: End Tuberculosis Now Act of 2024; Improving testing and treatment for Latent TB, robust TB infection
control practices in all congregate settings. Last action 9/23/24, passed in Senate, now awaiting into to House
