	· Cidex temperature for HLD. Encourage IPs to create a risk assessment, reviewing all chemicals and HLDs with temperature range parameters
· Air Condition units inside resident room in  SNF 
· Pessary – understand the process. Pessaries are designed for single patient use” with cleaning instructions to use mild soap and warm water. Upon further investigation into every pessary device, the IFU states “single patient multiple use” meaning these devices can be used multiple times in a single patient. Items should not be sent to SPD 
· Glaucoma eye devices (e.g., Yag) – devices need HLD at eye centers. Consider Spaulding classification. If eyeballs have cuts, need to sterilize devices 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Foley catheter placement in imaging centers (e.g., CT, IR, MRI). Where do staff hang the Foley bag?  Often, Foley bags with urine are placed on top of patients, increasing the chance for UTI. Reinforce emptying the bag and before transporting patients

« Regular bi- monthly mentor/mentee check-ins with chapter administrators
* Regular bi-monthly administrator check-ins with assigned MSC Liaisons

* End of program evaluations for all participants (i.e., chapter administrators, mentors, and
