· Pinellas – HIV surveillance updates. HIV reporting, note in H & P date of last HIV negative test. Remind OB/GYN physicians of 076 protocol, follow NIH updated guidelines. Link and brief synopsis attached.
· Hillsborough – Surgeon General Public Health Emergency Announcement this week. Main takeaway from state level is to identify individuals at increased risk and try to vaccinate. Case counts in the county coming down, but still way beyond average levels. Saw Cyclospora state outbreak from basil used in restaurants.
