· 6 year old expired due to E. Coli HUS.  
Pinellas County: 
· Same with flu.
· Same with Zika.
· Increase in chronic Hep B & C.  
· Increased testing for Lyme. 
· 4 GI outbreaks, 2 norovirus.
· 3 Legionella.
Polk County: 
· Increase in norovirus, decrease in flu.  Increase in hand, foot and mouth and varicella. 
State:  All previously covered.
