Definitions:

Overview: 
Vendors are allowed to display products, education tools and samples at meetings. Vendors may also sponsor a meeting through payment for lunches, door prizes, speakers, or venue.  Participating vendors shall adhere to the registration and payment guidelines prescribed by the Chapter 053 Board. 
Policy& Procedure: 
A. Education Chair should be contacted as early as possible.
B. A registration form and invoice payment in the form of a check must be received before the date of the meeting. 
C. All checks must be made payable to CO-APIC, Chapter 053.
D. Vendors with unpaid balances will not be permitted to sponsor/table additional meetings.
E. Because of space limitations and time restraints, the number of vendors per meeting will be limited, unless otherwise advertised. 
F. Each vendor will be given approximately time prior to lunch for a brief presentation of their product.  
G. Tables will be available through the venue.  
H. Set-up will occur starting at 9am on the day of the meeting.    
I. Membership represents Infection Preventionists and others from Acute Care Hospitals, Public Health, Long Term Care, Ambulatory Care, Occupational Health and others. 
J. CO-APIC cannot endorse specific products.
K. Video recording and slides will not be sent out to vendors unless part of the membership.
L. CO-APIC membership lists will not be sent out to vendors.
