· June NYSACC call: Measles resources for local health departments to assist with testing to try to avoid referring measles rule-outs to ED/Urgent Care; Can send measles specimens on the weekend, but will not be tested until Monday; See measles advisories; no changes to COVID protocols, but hospitals are considering removing contact isolation requirements (NYSDOH cautioned about regulatory compliance with CDC guidelines); Increased burden of C. auris – more widespread in Western NY, discussion of screening for C. auris; A1F1 summer flu – waste water testing for bird flu (H5N1) shows it to be widespread, but no human cases in NY; COVID reporting in HERDS continues for now; NYSDOH using AI to track enteric organisms
