8th ICNC Scientific Conference

The 8th ICNC scientific conference was held at the Milele Hotel Nairobi. The conference was attended by 150 participants from all regions in the country and one participant from the neighboring country Uganda. We were also privileged to have speakers from France and South Africa. 

 The theme of the conference was “Infection Prevention &Control in Extraordinary Circumstances” with the following subthemes 
1. IPC in Special Patient- Population   

2. IPC Best Practice
3. IPC When Managing MDRO Infections

4. IPC IN Emergency Mass Casualty Situations

5. IPC in Disease out Break & High Work Load
 Several topics were discussed under the specific sub themes below: 
· IPC practices in pediatric population and New Born Unit this was crucial because a number of hospitals have set up neonatal intensive units which previously were not available. 
· Baseline survey on prevalence of HAIs at The National Referral Hospital 
· MDRO situation in  Kenya  as well as the IPC  practices in  an MDR set up 

· MDR Vibrio cholerae  and the role of Cholera vaccine
· Having had the Ebola outbreak in West Africa, we went through some challenges and had to handle a few suspected cases though all turn negative we had put measures in place including training and set up some sites to handle the suspected cases.  During the conference we look back to the challenges faced and the lessons learned.  We also had a life experience shared by those who went to assist in West Africa during Ebola outbreak.
Summary 
There is tremendous improvement in IPC practices in most hospitals in all the counties. However there is a noticeable difference between the hospitals within the capital city and the other Counties. 
We have had several outbreaks of Cholera in various part of the country we have been conducting training sessions on Cholera prevention to the communities as well as the health care facilities. The good news is that we have no reported cases of hospital transmission which has been reported with the past outbreak.
