1. Overview
The ASBMT hematopoietic cell transplantation survivorship special interest group (HCT Survivorship SIG) focuses on post-HCT survivorship issues in both autologous and allogeneic recipients. The SIG provides an international forum for the exchange of ideas, educational initiatives, and facilitating collaborative research on issues of importance surrounding survivorship in HCT.

4.  Selection for Presentation Process
All proposals will be reviewed by members of the SIG Steering Committee but, depending on the number of proposals submitted and time constraints, not all will be discussed at Tandem. The selection of proposals to be presented will be based on the scientific merit, collaborative potentials, novelty, and overall benefits to the field of survivorship. However, feedback will be provided on all proposals submitted. The selected concepts will be discussed during the 2019 Survivorship SIG meeting at the TCT Meetings.  During the discussion we will focus on the study design, aims, scientific merit of the concept as well as potential funding opportunities.
