PROMOTING THE CHAPTER
A. [bookmark: _GoBack]The College/University’s promotions department sends press releases to hometown newspapers announcing the student’s invitation and induction into Beta Gamma Sigma. A sample press release is available on our website.
B. Faculty members and current student members wear BGS keys, t-shirts or other BGS apparel during the week that the invitations are sent or delivered. Faculty members display membership certificates in their offices.
C. Participate in Beta Gamma Sigma Founders' Day/Week to encourage greater recognition of BGS on campus.
D. Create a promotional video for prospective members.
E. List Beta Gamma Sigma in the College/University catalog as the business honor society for your school’s AACSB International accredited business program.
F. Announce Beta Gamma Sigma scholarship recipients in the School of Business publication and/or the Foundation’s publication (for qualifying chapters).
G. Include an article about your Beta Gamma Sigma chapter’s induction (or other activities) in the School of Business publication.
H. Purchase and install a Beta Gamma Sigma bronze key in or near the School of Business building to increase recognition of the Society on campus.
I. Promote BGS on campus during Founders’ Week (BGS Awareness Week) with information and a giveaway drawing (2006 Silver Chapter)
J. Co-sponsor a Business Leadership Forum on campus with training on “effective networking” and “dining etiquette” (2006 Gold Chapter)
K. Display all BGS chapter plaques prominently in School of Business building (chapter charter, Outstanding Chapter, Exemplary or Premier Chapter, Scholarship Program Awards) (2006 Bronze Chapter)
L. Dean’s Closet- The BGS chapter is responsible for running and maintaining the Dean’s Closet, which is a room/program in which interview attire is available for any student in need of such an outfit, who cannot afford one on their own. BGS students keep inventory, provide manpower and host the appointment with the student, as the Dean believes BGS members are professional and have a good grasp on what is appropriate attire.
M. Maintain a BGS chapter website and social media networks.
N. Maintain a BGS bulletin board in the business school.
O. Host a “Professor for a Day” event where business professionals speak to classes.
P. Promote the events of a BGS Alumni Chapter in the area.
Q. Networking breakfast with recruiters from seven local firms
R. Offered students a professional headshot in exchange for a canned food donation (BGS Gives Back)
S. The Dean uses BGS members as student ambassadors or student guides when VIP guests tour the College of Business.
T. Send in your photos and stories of Professor Elwell for BGS is Everywhere!
INCREASING MEMBERSHIP
A. Offer the invitation to Beta Gamma Sigma membership to the students in their classes in a tapping ceremony.
B. Hold a tapping ceremony to invite eligible students to Beta Gamma Sigma.
C. Utilize the complete membership invitation packet when inviting students to membership and utilize the standard and free BGS Program Covers (with chapter program and new members listed) at the induction ceremony.
D. Include the BGS Information Card for undergraduates/graduates and a comment from the Dean in Dean’s List letter to underclassmen – encouraging that a BGS membership invitation be a goal for each business student. Maintain a creative and informative BGS bulletin board or display case in prominent locations in the business school building.
E. Accept into membership those students who missed the deadline for membership acceptance. The Central Office is always willing to process late memberships – even one at a time – so it is best to be flexible.
F. Include a BGS information session and information cards at freshmen orientation or convocation.
G. Accept into membership those students who missed the deadline for membership acceptance. The Central Office is always willing to process late memberships – even one at a time – so it is best to be flexible.
H. Faculty members send personal notes/emails to their students congratulating them on invitation to BGS (2006 Gold Chapter)
I. Sponsor an “International Students Focus Forum” where students present information about their home countries.
OPERATING THE CHAPTER
A. Elect student officers.
B. Chapter Advisor sends a list of names of those qualifying for membership to all business school faculties asking them to recognize the students in class, in person, or by way of a note.
C. Follow-up email notes to those invited to membership who have not yet responded; ask if they have any questions about membership.
D. Name a Chapter Honoree annually – could even be awarded to the person for whom the school is named (2006 Gold Chapter)
E. Allow BGS student members to select a Professor of the Year (2006 Bronze Chapter)
F. Attend Collegiate Chapter Training Seminars.
G. Send students to the BGS Global Leadership Summit.
H. Participate in the BGS Gives Back Day of Service each fall.
I. Participate in the BGS Virtual Graduate School Fair.
J. Participate in the BGS Meet the Leaders of Business Speaker Series as a host or satellite host.
