IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR VOTING THROUGH POSTAL BALLOT:

1. All Regular Members in Good Standing as on September 26, 2024, shall be eligible to vote for the election of directors.

1. The member appointing proxy for AGM can vote in the election of directors while the proxy cannot vote in elections, on behalf of the appointing member.
