Clinical Coaching
· The one-to-one verbal questioning, teaching, and feedback behaviors used by a clinical instructor with a student in the context of patient care situations to promote student identification of salient aspects of nursing practice. (Jessee, 2018)

Clinical Coaching Algorithm
Questioning
1. Start Broad – Global Question: Assess learner recognition of salient issues in a complex situation
2. Narrow the Scope – Focused Question: Assess learner recognition of expected/unexpected  
                                    findings and relationship to the situation
3. Back to Basics – Knowledge question: Assess learner foundational knowledge
*Depending on the outcome at each step of questioning, you will move to global, focused, or knowledge questions, or progress to teaching.
Teaching
1. Just enough to move learner’s thinking to the next step in the reasoning process.
