II. BUSINESS AFFAIRS  
A. Approval of Minutes Wednesday, October 8, 2025– Minutes

III. REPORTS  
A. Illinois ASBO President (Brophy) President Brophy thanked the DAA for their service and 

reminded everyone that EBF will be a topic, and we should stay aware of what is occurring 
in Springfield. 

 
B. Report from Liaison - Legislative Update (Warnecke) 

Big 4 - State Budget Pressures, EBF, MCATs, Tier 2 Pension Reform 
● State Budget Pressures - New items because of Federal Government uncertainty, SNAP 

and Medicaid, and MCATs. 
● EBF – $307M increase $0 for PTRG. PA 104-0435: requires the PRP to provide an analysis 

on the impact of the PTRG to the GA by March 2026. 
● MCATs – Claims have been going up but the appropriations have not kept up. There is a 

significant hole that needs to be filled to be whole. Budget appropriations to stay 
current would be $152M to increase the appropriations to maintain the historically 
recommendations would be $558M. ISBE recommended the Governor use the $152M in 
his budget. Our message: EBF +MCATS – Driving Success tools. These tools are available 
to members. 

● Pensions - Governor put out formal proposal on pensions to fund at 100% by 2048, 
Governor’s supports the adjustment to Tier 2 to Social Security Wage Base but does not 
support pension enhancements. He proposes continuing the pension buyout program 
through FY28. 

● 9,600+ bills have been filed. Some bills that need a closer look: HB4416/SB3286 - 
summer unemployment benefits. HB4375 making internal transfer extension 
permanent and SB3273 – removing barriers to solar in school districts.  

● TRS Post retirement bill - SB2953 is filed to extend TRS post-retirement working days to 
120 days/600 hours through 2029,
