· Working on best practice for councils.  Ohio and Michigan leading councils in terms of what they do.  For example, proposed every chapter should hold a conference.  Sandy thinks it’s not feasible for each chapter, so suggestion co-sponsor with councils/chapters. We lost Meonske which was only source of income, $50k/year. If co-sponsor, then would need to split proceeds.  Suggestions could be to spit proceeds amount chapters who helped with conference. 
· Honey’s opinion is that it would be great to have an annual conference similar to Meonske but make chapters participate and make it a success and give each chapter that is helping $2k without a need application.
Sandy suggested a need to develop a mentorship program to support struggling chapters.  Ilona said mentorship is great if there is structure.  There were additional talks about mentorship, but no action planned currently
