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The Erlang Prize

is awarded every two years by the Applied Probability Society of INFORMS to honor a research scholar under the age of thirty-five who has contributed significantly to applied probability.  The 2004 Erlang Prize is awarded to

David Gamarnik

from the IBM T. J. Watson Research Center, Yorktown Heights, NY.  This award recognizes David’s deep and creative contributions to stability theory for queueing network models, especially through the use of piecewise linear Lyapunov functions, along with important contributions to network performance analysis, statistical learning theory, and probabilistic analysis of combinatorial structures. 
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
