3. nominations consist of a description of the significance of the nominee's work and supporting documents, 

4. nominations should be sent electronically to each member of the Awards Committee at the email addresses listed below by August 25th, 2016 (nominations will be held in confidence). Decisions of the Awards Committee are final.
