	Program impact: Consider the number of students affected and potential multi-year benefit.
	Clear evidence of program’s potential impact. Project or program will have a multi-year impact or will affect students beyond their one classroom.
	Evidence of program’s potential impact. Program could have multiple uses or will affect students in their classroom for multiple years.
	Little to no evidence of potential impact and/or program will have only one-time impact.

	The proposal includes an itemized list of expenses to conduct the project. If the project costs more than $200 to complete, the applicant indicates the source of additional funding.
	Details on the project expenses are easily understood and support the proposal narrative. If more than $200 is needed, the proposal includes other funding entities to fulfill the project.
	Project expenses are accurate, although disorganized or unclear. If more than $200 is needed, the proposal includes other funding entities to fulfill the project.
	Expense details are not enough to support the needs of the proposed project. If more than $200 is needed, the proposal does not explain from where the funds will originate.
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
