In making financial grants available to organizations, the MASBO Positive Impact Mini-Grant Fund criteria include submissions that:
· Are consistent with MASBO’s mission;
· Impact the school district or community organization;
· Reflect an effective and timely implementation plan for the proposed project or program;
· Incorporate responsible leadership and management of the proposed project or program;
· Connect to a previously funded MASBO Research Project (i.e. Smart Budget, Drop Out Prevention, Early Childhood).
