	Provide written designation of the Local Education Agency (LEA) Designated Person [753.84(g)(2)]
	
	

	Provide training to the LEA Designated Person [763.84(g)(1)]
	
	

	Conduct three–year reinspections of ACBM in its school buildings [763.85(b)]
	
	

	Maintain the asbestos management plan in its administrative office and in each of its school administrative offices [763.93(g)(2) and .93(g)(3)]
	
	

	Provide a certification by the LEA Designated Person that the LEA General Responsibilities have been or will be met [763.93(l)]
	
	

	Provide records of asbestos abatement activities, periodic inspections, training, annual notifications and minor fiber releases and maintain this information in the management plan [763.94(a)(b)(c)(d)(e)(f)(g)(h)]
	
	

	Attach warning labels to ACBM in routine maintenance areas, e.g. boiler rooms [ 763.95}
	
	

	Provide a certification by an architect, project engineer, or accredited inspector that ACBM were neither used nor specified in a school building constructed after October 12, 1988. [763.99(a)(7)]
	
	


If you answered “no” to any of these items, then EPA may consider the LEA out of compliance with AHERA.
