Pediatric Nurse Practitioners:  Roles and Scope of Practice.


A University of Michigan research group conducted a mail survey which consisted  of a random national sample of 1200 PNP’s from states that allowed independent NP practice as well as states that did not.  They also looked at  PNP’s in primary care versus specialty care.  Results showed that the majority of PNP’s surveyed work in primary care and most do not have any inpatient roles.  Independent PNP practices are not responsible for a significant portion of pediatric visits.  Findings suggest PNP’s will help alleviate perceived shortage of pediatric subspecialists when there is a significant change in PNP workforce distribution.


These findings are in contrast to a 2007 survey by Loman and Hung which revealed that 70% of PNP’s in the St. Louis metropolitan area are engaged in subspecialty care.

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We discussed the recent events on the   “Doctor” language.    MONA challenged language in the Senate Committee substitute (SCS) for Senate Bill 303 section 334.250 number 3, which stated   “any person who uses the title “Doctor”, “Dr.”, “M.D.”, or  “D.O” within a hospital as defined by section 197.020, or within a hospital surgical center has defined by section 197.200, and is not now has not been a registered physician within the meaning of the law  is not now or has not been licensed as a physician in another state or territory shall be guilty of a class D felony.”  MONA members joined together by making hundreds of contacts via email and phone calls to committee members opposing the language.  We were successful! The committee voted out of committee the SCS SB 303 with section 334.250 numbers 3 removed.


Susan Voss and Kathleen Haycraft, two DNP students are “Surveying and Educating the Missouri Legislators about Advanced Practice Nurses".  To attain their capstone, they plan to educate at least 17 senatorial districts with their representatives in breakfast, lunch and supper settings.  They are looking for nurse practitioners willing to come go with them as a constituent of your senatorial district.  The representatives are more willing to meet with them if a nurse practitioner from their district is present.  If any of you are interested in meeting with you legislator, please let me know.


On the Federal level, NAPNAP has sent out a survey to the legislative chair to comment on current legislation in the house and senate.  Some examples are:


S 16 Patient Choice Restoration Act (repeals ACA) (oppose)


S 56 Medicaid APN & PA Access Act 2011 (support)


S 218 Help Efficient, Accessible, Low-cost, Health Care (HEALTH) (support)


HR 5 Help Efficient, Accessible, Low-cost etc. (Companion to S 218) (support)


HR 338 Protecting Our Kids Medicine Act (support)


HR 364 Common Sense Health Reform Americans Actually Want Act (oppose)
