Regional President 

Responsibilities


As a regional president, visit https://www.msschoolnurses.org/resources/awards-criteria on MSNA’s website and complete the “Regional Nomination Form for School Nurse of the Year and Hall of Fame” and submit this to MSNA’s President-Elect by November 26th. The form includes the following required information:
· Name and home address of the MSNA School Nurse of the year nominee, 
· Name and home address of the MSNA Hall of Fame nominee 
· Name and home address of your regional judge
A letter of support for the nominee from the regional president is required in the nomination package but can also be sent with the regional president’s regional nomination form.
· Regions are responsible for awards plaques for regional School Nurse of the Year Awards. MSNA will provide each nominee to School Nurse of the Year with a framed certificate. The state School Nurse of the Year will receive an award from MSNA.

The criteria for School Nurse of the Year and Hall of Fame is found on the MSNA website Resource page by clicking on the Awards Criteria. Each nominee will receive a nomination packet as soon as the President – Elect receives the information from you. 

The nomination packet includes:

1. School Nurse of the Year nomination form, signed by the candidate

2. The regional letter of support, signed by the regional president

3. The nominee’s narrative

4. Support letters of recommendation (maximum of 4)

All information must be typed. The original and five copies of the completed package must be submitted to the President – Elect by January 11th. You may wish to assist your nominee with this process since it entails quite a bit of paperwork, copying, and mailing. After the packet is received the information will be sent to the judges for final selection. The Mississippi School Nurse of the Year will be announced at the spring convention.
