Outstanding School Nurse Educator Award

The National Association of School Nurses (NASN) is awarding recognition to an outstanding school nurse educator for significant contributions to school nursing. This award will be presented at the NASN Annual Conference by the chair of the School Nurse Educator Recognition Award Committee.  The School Nurse Educators, a Special Interest Group (SIG) of NASN, is accepting nominations of candidates.

NOTE:  Nominations must come from a School Nurse Educators SIG member, a current or past NASN Director OR a NASN Affiliate President.
Criteria: 
The candidate must:
· Be a current member of NASN and during the preceding 2 years.

· Hold an academic position in a higher education setting.

· Hold a Master’s degree (minimum) in nursing or education.

· Hold current state or national certification in school nursing. 

· Show evidence of significant academic contributions, research and/or scholarship related to the specialty practice of school nursing.

· Show evidence of outstanding service to NASN and/or impact upon school nursing at the national level.
· Not be a current NASN officer or NASN director
Procedure for Submission of Application:

Portfolio to include:

· NASN Educator Recognition Award Nomination Form signed by a current or past NASN Director or NASN Affiliate President or CSNE SIG member.
· Curriculum vitae limited to personal education, employment, research, publication, education, and service related to school nursing (4 page maximum)

· Narrative written by nominator describing the nominee’s significant academic contribution(s) (E.G., publications, research, curriculum development, clinical practice, and service) that advance school nursing practice.  Narrative signed by the nominee.

· Two letters of support or recommendation describing the nominee’s specific qualifications for the award.
· Evidence of state or national certification in school nursing. 
The total portfolio should be 5 to 8 pages plus a cover letter and nomination form.

Application portfolio must be submitted electronically. 
Submit the electronic application in Microsoft word format or a PDF file of the completed nomination portfolio to arrive no later than February 15, 2022 to School Nurse Educator Award Committee in care of Shirley Gordon sgordon@health.fau.edu with the subject heading School Nurse Educator Award Committee.
