INDIANA ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOL NURSES

BYLAWS

Revised 10/2007

ARTICLE I
NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Indiana Association of School Nurses, Inc. (hereafter referred to as IASN). IASN is tax-exempt, not for profit State of Indiana Corporation.
ARTICLE II

MISSION STATEMENT AND GOALS

Section 1
IASN is dedicated to the promotion of health and educational success of children by supporting the practice and recognition of professional school nurses.

Section 2


The goals of the IASN are to:


A.  Promote a network of professional support for all school nurses in Indiana.


B.  Promote the quality of school health services in Indiana.


C.  Foster partnership with all who have an interest in school nursing.

D.  Increase public awareness of the relationship between student health and student success.


E.  Provide educational and research opportunities for school nurses.


F.  Advocate for legislation that promotes school health and school nursing.

ARTICLE III

AFFILIATION


The IASN shall affiliate with the National Association of School Nurses (NASN).

ARTICLE IV

MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

Section 1

Eligibility:  Active membership in the IASN shall be open to any registered professional nurse who fulfills one of the classifications of membership.

Section 2

Instatement:  Any person eligible for membership shall become a member upon payment of dues set for his/her class of membership and who meets the requirements set forth in these bylaws for his/her class membership.

Section 3

Classification:  There shall be six (6) classes of membership:  Active, Associate, Retired, Student, Corporate/Business/Professional Organization, and Member-at-Large.

A.  Active Members



1.  To qualify for Active Membership in IASN one must:




a. Be a registered professional nurse;




b. Have as their primary assignment, the administration, 




   education or provision of school health services; and




c. Have paid annual membership dues.



2.  Any retired member who desires to remain in the Active



     membership classification shall be required to pay full Active dues 



     and upon payment of dues, shall be granted Active membership


     privileges.


B.  Associate members shall be:

1.  Any registered professional nurse who is not eligible for Active membership, but who serves a school as a school nurse, upon payment of dues, shall be an Associate member.


C.  Retired members shall be:

1.  Any school nurse who is a member of IASN, upon retirement shall be eligible to become a retired member upon notification to the NASN/IASN.


D.  Student members shall be:



1.  Enrolled in a professional nursing program to meet requirements to

become a school nurse or a student not currently a nurse in a professional nursing program.



2.  Submit proof of enrollment in a professional nursing program with



     the membership form.



3.  Allowed a maximum of five years of student membership.



4.  Not be granted student membership if they have completed the



     requirements to be a school nurse and are pursuing further



     education.


E.  Corporate/Business/Professional Organization members shall be:



1.  Those organizations or persons who desire to support the goals



      of the IASN and whose members are not eligible for Active or



      Associate membership.



2.  Granting of a Corporate/Business/Professional Organization



      membership shall in no way bind the IASN to support 



      philosophies or policies of any Corporate/Business/Professional



      Organization members.


F.  Members-at-Large shall be:

1.  Those persons who hold a special interest in or who are working with   the IASN and who do not fit into any other IASN membership classification.
Section 4


Rights:  Active members shall be entitled to exercise full membership rights.

Section 5


Rights-Restrictions:


A.  Associate, Retired, and Student members shall have all the privileges of


      membership, except the privilege of voting and holding an office.


B.  Corporate/Business/Professional Organization and Member-at-Large


      members shall have all the privileges of membership excepting those of


      voting, holding office and serving on a committee.
Section 6


Dues:  All annual dues shall be established by the governing body of IASN.

ARTICLE V

FISCAL AND MEMBERSHIP YEAR

The fiscal and membership year of the IASN shall be the calendar year.  Membership will coincide with NASN.

ARTICLE VI

OFFICERS
Section 1

Composition:  The elective officers of IASN shall be a President, a President-elect, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and the IASN Director.

Section 2


Eligibility:  Only Active members shall be entitled to hold office.

Section 3

Term of Office:


A.  The President and President-elect shall serve for a term of two (2) years 


      or until their successors are elected.

B.  The President-elect shall be elected in even numbered years and shall


      automatically succeed the office of the president at the expiration of the 


      president’s term, and shall act for the president in the absence of the 


      president.


C.  The Secretary shall serve a two (2) year term or until a successor is


      elected.


D.  The Treasurer shall serve a two (2) year term or until a successor is


      elected.


E.  The IASN Director shall serve one (1) term of four (4) years.


F.  Elections will be held every two (2) years in the even numbered years in the

     spring.


G.  The Secretary and Treasurer shall be eligible for two (2) consecutive terms to


      the same office.

Section 4


Vacancy:


A.  A vacancy in the office of President shall be filled by the President-elect, who


      shall serve for the unexpired term of the President and the term of office to 


      which he/she was elected.


B.  A vacancy in the office of Secretary or Treasurer shall be filled by a ballot of


      the Board of Directors.


C.  A vacancy in the office of President-elect shall be filled by a vote of the 


membership in a special election.
Section 5


Duties:  The officers shall perform those duties prescribed by these bylaws, the
Parliamentary authority adopted by the Corporation, and those duties specified in the policies and procedures.
Section 6


Any disciplinary procedures within this Corporation shall be conducted as 

prescribed by our parliamentary authority, Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised.

ARTICLE VII

MEETINGS

Section 1

Annual Meeting:  The IASN shall hold an Annual Meeting each year at the time and place the Board of Directors shall determine, to conduct business, hear reports of progress of the past year, amend bylaws and do other business as may properly come before it.

Section 2

Special meetings of the general membership concerning national or regional matters may be called by the Executive Committee as it deems necessary.

Section 3

Quorum:  A majority of Active members registered and present, and two members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum.  

Section 4

Electronic Meetings:  Board of Directors, Executive Committee, standing and special committees are authorized to meet by telephone conference or through other electronic communication media so long as a quorum is present and all the members simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting.

ARTICLE VIII

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1

Composition:  The Board of Directors shall be elected officers, the immediate past president, and the Area Representatives.

Section 2

Authority:  The Board of Directors shall:

A.  Conduct the affairs of the Association in accordance with the bylaws and directives adopted by the membership at the Annual Meeting.

            B.  Have full power to put into effect the policies and decisions of IASN.

Section 3


Duties:  The Board of Directors shall:


A.  Establish goals and objectives to accomplish the mission of  IASN.

B.  Monitor and evaluate the programs designed to implement the established goals and objectives.

C.  Ensure that the resources necessary for achievement are available and used efficiently.


D.  Establish and maintain current operating guidelines for the IASN/NASN.

Section 4


Meetings:  The Board of Directors shall:


A.  Meet 2-4 times a year.  Notice shall be given in advance.

B.  Upon due notice, hold such other meetings as the Board of Directors may determine.
Section 5

Term of Office:  Elected officers shall serve terms of office according to Article VI, Section 3 of these bylaws.  
Area Representative shall serve a two (2) year term and may serve two (2) terms.
Section 6

Quorum:  A majority of the executive committee of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum.

Section 7

Removal:  A member of the Board of Directors shall be removed if he/she fails to meet the requirements for Active Membership, or fails to fulfill the responsibilities as stated in Article VIII, Section 3.

ARTICLE IX

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Section 1


Composition:  The Executive Committee shall be composed of:

A.  The elected officers:  The President, the President-elect, the Secretary, the Treasurer, and the IASN Director.


B.  The Immediate Past-President.

C.  Temporary ad-hoc members as deemed necessary by the President for the purpose of advising and planning.  Ad-hoc members will serve in a non-voting capacity.

Section 2

Authority:  The Executive Committee may exercise the powers of the Board of Directors when the Board of Directors is not in session.

Section 3


Duties:  The Executive Committee shall:

A.  Report Executive Committee actions to the Board of Directors at the succeeding Board of Directors meeting.


B.  Formulate committee guidelines which shall be reviewed periodically.

C.  Approve committee membership in accordance with Article X of these bylaws.

Section 4

Meetings:  Meetings of the Executive Committee shall be called by the President as deemed necessary.

Section 5

Quorum:  A majority of the members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum.

Section 6

Removal:  A member of the Executive Committee shall be removed if he/she fails to meet the requirements for Active membership, or fails to fulfill the requirements as stated in Article IX, Section 3.

ARTICLE X

COMMITTEES

Section 1


Standing and Special Committees:


A.  Unless otherwise stated, the composition, power, term and duties of all 

standing and special committees shall be recommended by the President and    subject to approval by the Board of Directors.

B.  The President or his/her designee shall be an ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating committee.

C.  There shall be the following Standing Committees:  Membership, Nominating,    and Finance.

Section 2


Nominating Committee:

A.  The nominating committee shall consist of four (4) members. The immediate past president shall serve as a member. The members will be selected by the board of directors. 


B.  The chairperson shall be elected by the committee.
C.  Duties:  To seek out qualified candidates for office, as outlined in the policies and procedures.

D.  Vacancy on the nominating committee shall be filled by an individual appointed by the Board of Directors for the unexpired term.

E.  No member shall serve on the nominating committee for more than three consecutive years.

Section 3


Membership Committee:


A.  Shall consist of three (3) people including the president-elect.


B.  Shall maintain accurate membership lists and recruit new members.


C.  The committee shall verify membership for voting purposes.

Section 4  


Finance Committee:

A.  Shall consist of four members:  the Treasurer, who shall serve as chairman, and three members of the board of directors.

B.  Shall review the annual budget and make recommendations on fiscal matters to the executive committee.

C.  If a vacancy occurs, the president will make an appointment with approval of the executive committee.

D.  No member may serve more than one term with the exception of the treasurer if elected to a second term.
ARTICLE XI

ELECTION

Section 1

Elections:  Election of officers may be carried out by mail ballot or by online voting procedures.  Biographical data of the candidates may be posted online at a designated site.  Plurality vote of those voting in any election shall constitute an election.

Section 2


Eligibility:  Only Active members shall be eligible to be elected to office.

ARTICLE XII

PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern IASN in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special rules of order the Association may adopt.

ARTICLE XIII

AMENDMENTS TO BYLAWS

Section 1

The bylaws can be amended by a two-thirds vote at the Annual Meeting with previous notice of the proposed amendments having been given to the President at least sixty (60) days prior to the date of the Annual Meeting and mailed to the members at least fifteen (15) days prior to the date of the Annual Meeting.

Section 2

The bylaws can be amended by a four-fifths (80%) vote at the Annual Meeting with written notice having been made available at lest eight (8) hours before the vote, to all members registered at the Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE XIV

CORPORATION MONEY AND PROPERTY

Section 1                                         

General:  All moneys of every kind belonging to the corporation shall be deposited to its credit in a bank or banks designated by the Board of Directors, and no moneys shall be withdrawn therefrom unless the checks or other orders evidencing such withdrawals are signed by such officers or employees of the corporation as may be designated by resolution of the Board of Directors duly adopted.
Section 2                                      

Contracts:  The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents of the corporation, in addition to the officers so authorized by these by-laws, to

enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the corporation, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.  In the absence of such determination by the Board of Directors, contracts must be signed

by the President and Secretary of the corporation.

Section 3                                          

Checks, Drafts, Etc.:  All checks, drafts, orders for the payment of money, notes, or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the corporation shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the corporation and in such manner as shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board of Directors.
Section 4                                       

Deposits:  All funds of the corporation shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of the corporation in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as the Board of Directors may select.
Section 5                                      

Gifts:  The Board of Directors may accept on behalf of the corporation any contributions, gifts, bequests, or devises for the general purposes or for any special purpose of the corporation.
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
