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Purpose
The EveryStudentCounts! data collection helps NASN and state school nursing leaders better understand student health needs, school nursing services, staffing, and health office activity.
For this collection cycle, Arizona school nurses/districts are asked to submit data from the 2025–2026 school year using three Microsoft Forms:
1. School Health Staffing Report / School Demographics 
2. School-Level Health Office Visit Dispositions 
3. Chronic Health Conditions of Students 
Step 1: Review the three forms
Before submitting, open each Microsoft Form and review the questions. This will help you identify what 2025–2026 school year data you need to gather from your school or district records.
Step 2: Use the Excel collection sheet
An optional Excel sheet is provided to help organize your 2025–2026 school year data before entering it into the forms.
You may use the Excel sheet to gather data from multiple school sites, check totals before submission, make sure all required fields are complete, and keep a local copy of what was submitted.
Step 3: Collect aggregate data only
Do not submit student-specific information.
The forms should only include school-level or aggregate counts from the 2025–2026 school year. Do not include student names, student ID numbers, dates of birth, individual health records, or any other personally identifiable student information.
Because the data are reported in aggregate, this process should not create student privacy concerns.
Step 4: Complete each Microsoft Form
Once your data are ready, enter the information into each Microsoft Form.
Complete all three forms using 2025–2026 school year data:
1. School Health Staffing Report / School Demographics 
2. School-Level Health Office Visit Dispositions 
3. Chronic Health Conditions of Students 
Step 5: Submit and save your records
After submitting each form, keep a copy of your Excel collection sheet for your own records. This can help with future reporting cycles and make next year’s submission easier.
** Please remember that no student-specific data should be entered into the EveryStudentCounts! forms. All information should be submitted as school-level or aggregate counts from the 2025–2026 school year only.
