Annual Meeting Minutes
The minutes of the November 2, 2013 Annual Business meeting minutes have been posted to the TSNO website. There was no discussion so the minutes stand approved as posted.

Treasurer’s Report

Annual budget for 2014-2015 has been posted on website.. Margaret Ryan asked Kara DeLay, Treasurer, to give the financial report from January 1, 2012 to December 31, 2013 prepared by Parmet, Chapman and Madsen PC.  It was posted on the website.  It shows total assets of $401,020.  Kara then gave a report of proposed 2015 budget that has been decided on by the Finance Committee and was approved by the Executive Committee on November 14, 2014.  This has been placed on the TSNO Website and at the registration desk as well as being given to the regional presidents.  It is a zero balance budget.
VII.
Executive Committee Reports 
The written reports of the Board of Directors were posted on the web and will not be read.  If you have any questions, those submitting the reports will answer them at this time.

NASN Director, Laurie Combe, had an addition to her report.  Asked who all knew about the data collection that NASN is proposing and then showed a short video about what a school nurse does.  Texas has been chosen as a beta state for collecting data.  TSNO has been collaborating with Anita Wheeler to develop a survey that will go out to Texas Public Schools to capture the info that NASN and NASSNC wants captured.    They are collaborating to develop a national school nursing data set that describes the schools where we work, the school community we care for, the nature of our practice, and outcomes of our care”.  20% of the Texas’ population is students in public schools.  Everything must be driven by data.  The legislature thinks we are self serving because we haven’t been able to show them data.  Here is our chance to tell 5 million stories.  Referenced the handout that was in each nurse’s registration packet.  Must be physician diagnosed only conditions, not told to the nurse by the parent.  The challenge will be in school districts that do not have school nurses or lead nurses.  Asked us to think about how this will affect us nationally but also the power it will give us at the state level and local level.  The data can help us show the superintendent what all we do.  She wants us to step up and be counted.  
The question “When is the data due” was asked.  Laurie answered that we haven’t decided that yet.  Asked when we felt like it would be best to collect this.  In Texas we are planning on having only one survey.  She asked if we would rather complete the survey in Jan-Mar, STARR testing,  or April-May.  By a raise of hands it was decided that Jan-March would be a good time.
