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RESEARCH GRANT 2020
 PROPOSAL GUIDELINES


The purpose of this grant is to support the increase of evidence-based nursing knowledge and contribute to the advancement of nursing care.  Proposals may include pilot studies, original research, or evidence-based projects. Funding is available for a maximum of $500 for a research project.  


Criteria for the Research Proposal:
1. Registered nurse with baccalaureate of science in nursing or higher.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk1472406]Active member of Phi Chi chapter or a student at the University of Houston College of Nursing.
3. Proposals will be evaluated based on scientific merit:  significance, investigator expertise and experience, innovation, approach, and setting/environment in a blind review by two Phi Chi officers and one Phi Chi member.
4. A signed research grant agreement provided by Phi Chi Chapter.
5. An electronically submitted proposal to include:
a.	An information sheet that includes title of proposal, applicant’s name, address, telephone number, place of employment or where enrolled as a student, position, work telephone number, and e-mail address. 
b. Abstract of 150 words or less.
c. 	Body of the Proposal (no more than 5 double-spaced pages)
· Statement of the problem.
· Significance of the research to nursing.
· Pertinent summary of review of literature.
· Conceptual framework.
· Methodology, including sample, data collection procedures, data analysis procedures, and plan for protection of human subjects.  (Note: evidence of IRB approval not necessary for proposal).
· Appendices
1. Instruments (if appropriate).
2. References.
3. Time line proposed for the study.
4. Detailed budget and justification.
5. Letters of support (students need one letter from research advisor).

6. Submit completed proposals electronically to:

b. Deadline date for research proposals is October 1, 2020.
c. Award will be announced at the Phi Chi induction ceremony on October 22, 2020.

After the Grant has been awarded:
1.	The project must be completed within two calendar years from the time of receiving the grant.
2.	A written report of the results is to be submitted to the Board of the Phi Chi Chapter at the completion of the study.
3.	A brief oral report of the research must be presented to the members of Phi Chi Chapter at the next induction ceremony held that year in November.
4.	Acknowledgement of the grant must be noted in any publications, presentations, newsletters, interviews intended to be published in the print, radio, or television media of the research study and/or findings. Include this statement as the acknowledgement … “This work was supported in whole or in part by a grant from the Phi Chi Chapter of Sigma.”	 
It is the responsibility of the PI of the research study to notify Phi Chi research committee chair.
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
