A podium session is a 15-minute oral session + 5-minute Q&A consisting of presentations of research or evidence-based practice projects.  The presentation time will be included in the abstract acceptance email.  Podium presentations will not be judged for monetary prizes. 

A poster session is a visual display of research or evidence-based projects that will be available throughout the symposium. Poster presenters should plan to be available at their posters to discuss their work at specified times during the day. Poster presenters are responsible for removal of posters and associated materials at the close of the program.

· Abstracts must be no more than 200 words in length and must be received via email to stt.delta.theta@uta.edu by January 25, 2020.  Student abstracts are encouraged.  Late submissions will not be eligible for judging or prizes.

· Delta Theta chapter representatives will review submitted abstracts and reserve the right to accept abstracts as a podium or poster presentation.  Notification of abstract acceptance will occur via email by February 11, 2022.

· Confirmation of acceptance, presenter(s)’ curriculum vitae (CV), and completed Conflict of Interest Disclosure Forms from all presenters must be received by February 18, 2022.  Conflict of Interest Disclosure Forms will be emailed with the notification of acceptance.

March 1, 2022 for CNE purposes.
