Website Administration Issues/Cost.  Discussion was held on whether to continue our Nebraska web site manager or go with a new service being developed at the National IARP level to have all chapter’s web p[ages be managed in-house so to speak for a set up cost of $700.00 which covers all administration of the website in the foreseeable future.  
The reason National IARP is getting involved is to standardize all of the websites for a consistent presentation of professionalism.  Marc Hultine moved to accept the National IARP contract to administer our website and to have Lisa Porter work with Stac3 Solutions to recover some of the $349.50 that we paid in January of this year for administration of the contract.  Jane and Mike seconded the motion and the vote was all in favor of this transition to new management of our website.

Midwest Regional Chapter.  National IARP President Steve Shedlin was able to provide insight and direction to our chapter if we are considering moving forward with a Central Regional Chapter which would include Kansas, Colorado, Missouri, Montana, South Dakota, North Dakota, Wyoming, Missouri, and maybe Nevada.  The meetings could be held on Skype or GoogleFace.  Attorneys from National IARP would have to help us work out the legal kinks, and Steve Shedlin indicated that their attorneys could do this for us free of charge.  There are several coalitions of states that have banded together to form regional chapters and any one or all of them would likely be available to help advise us as well if we chose to further explore this option.  Steve offered Pat Dekcotea from Connecticut or Nancy Wells from South Carolina as examples of people to talk to about undertaking such a project.
The advantages of a regional chapter would be more financial backing for our programs, more assistance with conferences, strength in numbers, and a voice for the underserved states that may have inactive chapters or no chapter at all.  It was decided to look into this option further and table any firm decision for one year until we all know more about what we would be getting into.
