Old Business:

--Name change to rebrand:  International Association of Rehabilitation Professionals Nebraska Chapter.  In keeping with National rebranding.  Motion to accept:  Vince Antonelli.  Second by Lisa Porter.  Motion passed.  The Amendment to the Articles of Incorporation will read:
Whereby on October 10, 2014 the Board of Directors unanimously agreed to change the formal name of Nebraska Chapter of the International Association of Rehabilitation Professionals to International Association of Rehabilitation Professionals Nebraska Chapter to fall into compliance with the direction of the national office of the International Association of Rehabilitation Professionals.  


--The "Tek it Easy" Conference in Jamaica scheduled for February has 9 registrants so far although several have not paid yet (not included in count of 9).  Income so far stands at $11,400.  NE IARP will make $200.00 per conference registrant and nothing on guests of registrants.  Michelle Hultine's travel company asked for $10,000 payment for registrants and guests to date that have paid.  A motion was made by Karen Stricklett and seconded by Jack Greene.  The motion passed.  

--Expense for refreshments was incurred for today's' ethics training seminar which was hosted by NE IARP and presented by Karen Stricklett and Jane Yaffee for 2 FREE CRC Ethics CEU's to NE IARP members who attended.  The goodies expense was $24.65 payable to Visa, purchased by Michelle Hultine from Whole Foods.  A motion was made by Jane Yaffee to reimburse Michelle.  A second was made by Vince Antonelli.  The motion passed unanimously on vote.  

New Business:


--National IARP Conference in San Diego asked us for a $250.00 donation again to display our NE IARP banner at the cocktail party or President's reception.  We always have a strong chapter presence at Nationals and we do have the money in the treasury to do so.  Discussion ensued.  A motion was ultimately made by Vince Antonelli and seconded by Karen Stricklett to donate $250.00 to National IARP to fly our chapter banner at the National Conference to advertise our strong chapter.  The motion passed.


--National IARP wanted all chapters to increase membership by having an active membership committee and having active membership recruiting practices.  We have tried this in the past.  Discussion ensued.  The aging NE IARP membership, along with changes to NE work comp laws, plus having no masters-level vocational rehabilitation counseling graduate program in the area all lead to declining opportunities and interest in the field in Nebraska by new graduates.  The consensus was that we have all of the potential membership that is available and interested at the present time and we have exhausted sources for more members in the past.   

--Reminder that Mike McKeeman (Skip) is the incoming Chapter President beginning in May 2015.
