Abstract

This talk is a followap to the Hall plot presentation given tthhé SIMGPE Subsurface Study Group on FebruafP
and discusses the analyses of soak pressure falloff data collected at Santa Maria Energy's (SME) diator
injection pilot project located in the Orcutt Oil Field, Santa Barbara County. The pilbebasn operation sinc
October 2009 and consists of 19 cyclic steam injection wells configured in a 4x5 matrix spaced about 120
producing from about 925 feet of depth. SME has adopted a low range of steam injection rates and volun
eachcycle. A comprehensive surveillance system is used to monitor steam injection and operating protocc
place for maintaining a safe and reliable operation. The presentation discusses data automatically collecte
well and their real time anabes.

Pressure falloff analysis (a) indicates no fracture flow, (b) that large pressure drops due to skin effect
present during steam injection and (c) agrees with the calculated flow capacity (kh) obtained from Hall pl
presence of significa pressure drop due to skin effects raises question about the use of tubing wellhead pi
readings as an additional indicator of the downhole reservoir pressure while injecting steam.
