The NEHP Excellence in Nutrition Education Award recognizes a member who:

1)  Demonstrates creativity, initiative, and dedication in nutrition education of health.

2)  Contributes to the promotion of healthy nutrition in the care of clients by physicians, nurses, and 

     other allied health professionals.

Eligibility:  Current members of NEHP who have been in good standing for at least a year.  Members of the 

NEHP Executive and Award committees are ineligible to apply.
Selection criteria:  The award will be based upon the development of an educational approach found to be 

effective in medical, nursing, and other allied health education.  The education approach may include, but 

not limited to  (a) newly developed program model, (b) series of classes or modules, (c) written 

curriculum…case or problem-based…, (d) slide series, (e) audio or video tape, and (f) exhibit or computer 

software.

Educational approaches will be evaluated according to:  (a) originality, (b) appropriateness for the target group, 

(c) contribution to the program, (d) effectiveness in the program, (e) broad applicability, (f) learner 

participation, and (g) transferability from school to school.

The Award:
A commemorative plaque will be presented to the award recipient at the Academy’s Annual Meeting and Exhibition.  Award notification will be no later than July 1, 2013.
