About World YWCA Council:
The World YWCA Council is the largest gathering of YWCA members from all around the world. It is a time for membership engagement, decision-making, reflections and networking.

Six scholarships, up to $5,000 each, will be offered to individuals that are formally affiliated with YWCA USA, as staff or volunteer. At least two of the scholarships will be awarded to women under the age of 30 at the time of the World YWCA Council. The scholarship process is competitive and recipients will be selected by the Global Relations Committee of the YWCA USA Board of Directors.

The World YWCA Council is organized every four years by the World YWCA and in 2015 the host for the World Council is the YWCA of Thailand. The World YWCA Council is the legislative authority and governing body of the World YWCA. During this auspicious event, representatives from each affiliated association come together to elect the members of the World YWCA Board, to set priorities for the coming year’s work, and to determine policies and resolutions.

The World YWCA Council also provides practical training and education on the priority issues of the global movement. It is a collectively empowering environment for the 600-800 women expected to take part from over 100 countries. It is a place of celebration of women’s leadership and of building vision for the future.

Scholarship recipients will be observers of the YWCA USA general delegation.

The scholarship includes the registration fee, travel expenses, and a per diem for reasonable expenses. Scholarship recipients will be reimbursed for expenses incurred within the per diem. YWCA USA reserves the right to deny reimbursement for any expense incurred that is not eligible under YWCA USA’s travel expense policy.

World Council 2015 will take place in Bangkok, Thailand from October 11 to 16, 2015 (dates do not include pre-Council sessions or travel time).

Scholarship Details

Eligibility Requirements for Scholarship Applicants:
· A formal endorsement from a YWCA local association or the World Service Council and have an active relationship with that entity and an endorsement at the time of application and at the time of the event
· A valid and current passport
· The ability to travel internationally between approximately October 9 through October 17
· Submission of a fully completed application, including the essay questions, and the requested additional documents

Competitive Process for Scholarship:
